Travel Time to Work (minutes)
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#» The number of Cheshire County residents who
travelled at least 45 minutes to work increased
nearly 60 percent over the decade, compared to
the statewide average of just over 39 percent.

Conversely, the number of residents who travelled
fewer than five minutes to work decreased by
roughly 25 percent over the decade.

Time Leaving Home for Work
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About four of every seven Cheshire County resi-
dents left for work between 5 am and 8 am in both
1990 and 2000.

Leaving home for work between noon and mid-
night was the choice for one of every seven
Cheshire County residents during both years.
